The jury chooses maximum 3 awardees of the submitted
pieces. They are invited to prepare their piece in a 3-week-

rehearsal-process. Neukdlln Opera provides technical and pro-
fessional support during rehearsal and performance, as well
as production management. The production budget is dis-
tributed based on the mutual approval of Neukolln Opera
and the artists. The debut performance takes place in a
special setting (Awarding Gala), during which the jury
determines the ranking order. Subsequent perform-
ances are staged in the studio of Neukélln Opera and
are part of the repertoire. The performers receive a
compensation for the performances, based on the

usual performance fees within our theatre.

Small-scale music theatre with its socially interested,
small format is both artistically and socially an alter-
native to most of the pieces being played nowadays
and to the way they are being performed. Neukélln
Opera represents the former approach like no other
theatre does within the German-speaking territory.
